BOTTOMLINE: IF EASTVALE DOES NOT ACT

✓ Reduced public services

✓ Delayed City Hall, Library and Civic Center

✓ City staff layoffs

✓ Police force reductions

✓ Maintenance deferred

✓ Ability to invest and grow general fund 
revenues through economic development 
becomes limited

✓ Inability to expand park services and 
amenities.
